
FROM LABOUR CONFERENCE TO

At the Labour Party Conference, Richard spent a 
hectic few days meeting with our delegates from 
across the region and spoke at fringe meetings 
organised by BT, RNIB, East of England Development 
Agency, SCOPE, the Russia Foundation, the Disability 
Rights Commission, Labour Party Disabled Members 
Group, and the United Alliance for Labour. Richard 
also met with delegates at the Labour East reception.             

Richard was joined by Stevenage MP Barbara Follett 
to act as joint MC's for the Labour East Regional Rally 
in Cambridge . Among the guest speakers was 
Unison's General Secretary Dave Prentis, and Richard 
presented Regional merit awards to deserving 
individuals from West Suffolk CLP, Saffron Walden 
CLP, and Cambridge CLP.   

TAKING ON THE NO FRILLS AIRLINE 
Following the appalling incident where nine blind and 
partially sighted passengers from Norfolk going on 
holiday in Italy were ejected from a Ryanair flight at 
Stansted Airport,  Richard has taken up the case, and 
has vowed that EU laws will be enacted quickly to stop 
such discrimination in the future.  Speaking on BBC1's 
Watchdog programme he said:  
"Ryanair call themselves a no frills airline, but they 
cannot treat people with disabilities as just another 
frill!". 

UK PRESIDENCY ROLLS ON 
As well as holding recent intensive meetings with UK 
Ministers including John Prescott MP, Douglas 
Alexander MP and Alan Johnson MP in Brussels as 
part of the UK's Presidency of the EU,  Richard has 
also been busy in the UK. He spoke with Alun Michael 
MP at a Presidency event promoting e-accessibility for 
people with disabilities.  Richard will also be a keynote 
speaker at a Presidency event in December promoting 
Corporate Social Responsibility.
