David Cameron s u-turn to delay pulling his Euro MPs out of 
the European Conservatives until 2009 has blown open 
continuing divisions on Europe in the Conservative Party, 
and exposed the strength of Tory extremists, including one 
of its three East of England MEPs. 
Less than four weeks before the decision, the Tory Euro MP 
who had been number one on its list at the last European 
elections had published an article warning Cameron to 
honour his promise and admitting the Tories continued 
presence in the European Parliament s centre-right 
grouping means that they don t influence (and) have 
been rendered invisible and toothless.

 

The Tory MEP is joining a number of his colleagues 
nationally in considering whether to resign from the 
European Conservative group in any case, in order to try to 
force their Leader s hand. 
Labour s Richard Howitt MEP warned that the Tories would 
lose either way: 
If our Tory resigns, it underlines the continued extremism 

rife in his party, destroying any hope of David Cameron 
creating a new image at home. 
If he fails to resign, it exposes that both locally and 

nationally, the Tories make promises that they are quite 
happy to break. 
In any case, our Tory MEP s admission that he does not 

influence anything in Europe, begs the question as to why 
anyone should vote Conservative in the European 
elections?
